
 

CONDUCT OF MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC AT MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OR COMMITTEE MEETINGS 

No person at a meeting shall: 

a) Speak aloud at a meeting or address members without receiving permission of the Chair to do 

so; 

b) Use profane or offensive words or insulting expressions against the Council/Committee or 

against any member, staff or guest; 

c) Resist the rules of Council/Committee or disobey the decisions of the Chair or of 

Council/Committee on questions of order or practice or upon the interpretation of the rules of 

Council; 

d) Leave his/her seat or make any noise or disturbance while a matter is being considered or 

discussed by Council/Committee; while a vote is being taken; or until the results are declared; 

e) Disturb another, or the Council/Committee, staff or guest, by any disorderly conduct 

disconcerting to the speaker or the assembly; 

f) Interrupt any member who has the floor through speaking out, noise or disturbance, except for a 

member of Council/Committee to raise a point of order; 

g) Enter the meeting while a vote is being taken; 

h) Be permitted to attend another meeting of Council after being ordered to vacate, having 

committed a breach of any rule of the Council, and without having first met with the 

Mayor/presiding officer and the Clerk, and having satisfied the Mayor that the person’s conduct 

at future meetings will be in conformance with the rules of this by-law. 
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
